
On November 25th, 1960, 

the Mirabal sisters -Patria, 

Minerva and María Teresa- who 

fought for freedom and against 

the injustices in their country, 

were brutally murdered by the 

dictatorship of Rafael Leóni-

das Trujillo in the Dominican 

Republic. Years later, they be-

came a symbol of the fight 

against gender violence.

In honor of the Mirabal sis-

ters, the UN General Assembly 

designated November 25th as the 

International Day for the Elimina-

tion of Violence against Women 

in 2000 for governments, inter-

national organizations and non-

governmental organizations, 

to examine the situation of the 

female population and take the 

necessary measures to end the 

violation of the human rights of 

girls and women.

The countries of Latin 

America and the Caribbean 

have have pledged to action 

regarding women’s rights. The 

inter-American Human Rights 

System includes a powerful re-

gional instrument to combat 

violence against women: the 

Belém do Pará Convention, in 

accordance with international 

agreements such as the Beijing 

Declaration and Platform for 

Action and the Convention on 

the Elimination of All Forms of 

Discrimination against Women. 

However, there are still patriar-

chal atavisms that perpetuate 

violence against women.
